Kyle Lothian of Franklin operates the Lake Carmi 

weed harvester for the town and Lake 

Association. This orange monster cuts the weeds 

below the water down to about four feet deep. 

When the cutter bed is full, Lothian takes it back 

to its base on the Westcott Shore to empty it into 

a trailer that takes the weed for disposal. The 

weed harvester is given a permit from the State of 

Vermont. It can only be operated in certain areas, 

to harvest invasive species, such as Eurasian 

Milfoil.
