He reminds us that, 

ñMoving fish from one body of water to another is 

illegal.ò Biologist Tom Jones asks if we catch any 

more, it is good to cull them out.

Visit the Haston Library and borrow a book about 

loons.  

 Editor Myott borrowed two books about loons 

from the Haston, The Loon, Voice of the Wilderness, 

by Charlene Billings. This book, written for young 

folks takes you through the life cycle of the loon, 

including their courtship displays, nesting habits and 

chick raising. It discusses their incredible diving 

ability, territorial calls, yodels, flyways and 

migrations. The migrations lead them from their 

home lake to the ocean and back each year. A more  

 

adult book of the same name, The Loon, Voice of the 

Wilderness, written by Joan Dunning, is also 

available though the Haston Library.
